Teams must consist of 

1@ under 13years (as at 1/1/2010)

1@ under 16years (as at 1/1/2010)

& 2 others of any age ( includes seniors)
One Rider one horse: One horse one rider for the weekend

Riders may ride in two teams however the teams must be different. Scores from the dressage, showjump and sporting will be carried over the 2nd team.

Riders may rider for another club providing that their club does not have a team for that member to compete in.

All riders must be a financial member of PCAQ

All gear will be PCAQ approved

It is the responsibility of the individual to be aware of the rules of the competition as these may vary from PCAQ rules.

The aim of this competition is to encourage riders to ‘have a go’ at all the pony club disciplines.

In a hope to foster team and club spirit and fun and enjoyment for all the family. 

The program and scoring system has been devised so that

· all teams have a chance of winning

· No one will be eliminated and receive a zero score:- therefore some of the rules needed to be modified.

· All disciplines are equally weighted

· The team criterion was set to encourage all riders regardless of age and ability to join in.

· Best 3 scores to count towards team scores
Prizes

Overall prizes to 4th place

plus

Highest scores dressage, showjumping both team and individual

Highest score for each round of team penning

Fastest times for individual sporting events

Fastest time for mounted games

Mystery prizes throughout the weekend

Canteen: There will be a full canteen over the weekend. A dinner menu will be offered, dinners are to be pre ordered and prepaid on Saturday. $5 per meal
Camping: $10 powered campsite payable to Gympie Horse and Rodeo Grounds. 
Yards: Limited number available on both grounds. Riders can bring own yards or electric tape but cannot be on during the competition.

Alcohol: Can be consumed at the completion of the competition on each day.

Competition: The organising has the right to alter the competition if the need arises. 

SATURDAY PROGRAM

Briefing of rules at 8.00am 

Dressage 8.30am
· Each rider to nominate a Dressage test of their choice
Walk Trot B or Unofficial 1.1(iii) or Prelim 1F or Novice 2D

· Full  formal pony club uniform to be worn – Riders may wear stockman cut trousers of club colours

· Rules as per PCAQ rule book- with the exception of leaving the arena during the test.
· Gear as per PCAQ gear book

· A caller may be used
· No whips during dressage phase
SCORING 

· The test will be scored as per a regular dressage percentage using the start value stated on the test. 

That percentage will be used on the team challenge start value with a final score for each rider.

SHOWJUMPING

· Each rider to nominate height class of their choice - maximum 50cm, 70cm or 90cm. If no height nominated they will jump 70cm

· Each rider to jump one round of showjumping  

· Full formal pony club uniform to be worn. Stockman cut trousers in club colours may be worn

· Gear as per PCAQ gear book

· SCORING

Max height 50cm – Start Value 200 points less faults (time, rails, refusals and falls)

Max height 70cm – Start Value 250 points less faults (time, rails, refusals and falls)

Max height 90cm –  Start Value 300 points less faults (time, rails, refusals and falls)
Remember: the higher the points the higher the risks and the more points lost for faults.

Team Penning

Venue: GH & RA Grounds

Under lights

· Each team will have 2 runs with all 4 riders included.* NB this is an alteration to a normal team penning situation. 

· See attached rules

· Teams to wear matching shirts of own choice if possible. Does not have to be club colours. These shirts can also be used for sporting and mounted games. 

· Jeans may be worn

Team Penning Rules in brief
1. All riders must start behind the line

2. 2 min time limit

3. On command all riders cross the line and are given a colour to cut out. Time starts

4. A 30 sec warning will be given to allow riders to pen the correct cows that have been cut out.

5. More than 5 cows over the line at one time will incur a score penalty.

6. A team that fails to pen a cow in the required time will receive a maximum score of 30 points

7. When time has been sounded a score will be given which will include the time taken + the amount of cattle penned – any stray cattle across the line.

· Gear as per PCAQ gear book

· Shirts as per Team penning. Jeans may be worn

· Fallen pole,  barrel, Dropped mug or stepping outside the line will incur a penalty

· OUTSIDE ASSISTANCE TO REMOUNT IF NECESSARY WILL INCUR  A TIME PENALTY (this allows young riders or even old riders to remount safely)

· SCORING

Time allowed less Actual time 

Penalties – error of course as above  – 5 points   Outside assistance to remount -10points

MOUNTED GAMES

EVENTS

1. STICK PEGGING
2. 5 FLAGS

3. PYRAMID RACE
4. POSTMANS RACE

· RUN UNDER PCAQ RULES

· ALL 4 RIDERS TO COMPETE

· OUTSIDE ASSISTANCE TO REMOUNT WILL INCUR TIME PENALTY (this for the safety of the riders as per sporting)

· Shirts as per Team Penning. Jeans may be worn

· SCORING

Time allowed less Actual time

Outside assistance to remount -10points

Sporting and Mounted Games will run simultaneously. Teams will compete in sporting events when not competing in mounted games.

A team manager is an advantage for each team to relay information, rules and any changes made on the day to all riders.
