No bad language, inappropriate
behaviour or abuse of horses will not be tolerated .The 3 full hits rule will apply to the discipline of horses. Riders
who disobey this rule will be disqualified from the entire dressage day. PCAQ standard footwear & head protection
must be worn. Helmets must comply with PCAQ rules. All riders must pass a gear check prior to the beginning of
each test. DOGS must be on leash at all times. Callers will be allowed for all classes. Protests must be made to the
Secretary of the event, in writing and accompanied by a deposit of $20, not later than half an hour after the
happening that gave rise to the protest. In the case of the qualifications of a competitor, the protest must be lodged
not later than 30 minutes before the start of the competition. The deposit is forfeited unless the protest is upheld or
it is decided that there were good and reasonable grounds for the lodging of a protest. Mooloolah pony Club does ot
accept any liability for any accident, damage, injury or iliness to horses, owners, riders, ground, spectators or any
other person or property whatever.
