	GUIDELINES 
FOR CONDUCT 


Secretaries please note: All riders and parents/ guardians of riders are to be given a copy of these guidelines; they are required to read them and then sign an acknowledgment to abide by the rules & regulations of the school as part of the nomination process.  Failure to abide by these rules may result in the rider being suspended from the coaching school.

NOMINATIONS: 

· All riders must pay fees directly to their Club Secretary who will, in turn, send a club cheque to the Zone 6 Committee for the total of the club’s nomination fees (including camping fees, which are payable with nomination– see notes on camping below) Late nominations will only be accepted if a suitable group placement is available.  A late fee of $20 per rider will apply.

· Separate club cheque for stable bond is required, $100 for clubs with 10 or less riders attending, $200 for clubs with 10-20 riders attending, $300 for clubs with more than 20 riders attending.  This must be paid at the same time as nomination.   This money, in full, will be forfeited if any of your club’s stables are left dirty (ie clean stable = no manure, no hay, no dirty sawdust, no damage, no chalk writing etc).  The clean stable rule will be strictly enforced.

· Refund of nomination fee is only applicable under exceptional circumstances (ie. vet or doctor’s certificate).  Notice of withdrawal from school must be made to the organizing committee as soon as possible.

CAMPING:

· Camping Fees:  $11.00 per day, per site must be included with nomination cheque and sent to the organising committee prior to the commencement of the school.    (Zone 6 Pony Club Inc will then draw and forward a single cheque for camping fees to the Sunshine Coast Regional Council.)

· Camping fees must be paid with nomination otherwise an additional $20 fee will apply!

· Camping is only permitted under adult supervision.  All children under 18 years must be under the direct supervision of a parent or designated guardian.  No dormitory style accommodation is available.

· Showers/toilets & electricity supply are provided as part of the camping fees.

· Hygiene must be strictly adhered to in shower & toilet blocks.

· Any persons found vandalising toilet blocks or any other showground building or amenity will be suspended from the school.

· Camping Facilities and stables are only booked from the first day of the school.  You may be able to arrive from approximately 4pm on the day prior the commencement of the school.   This is dependent on if there is another event scheduled on this day.  Please check with organising committee if you need to arrive early.

· Camping in stables or stable area is strictly prohibited.

STABLING & YARDS:

· Stabling or yard fee is included in your nomination fees.  

· Please be aware that your stable/yard may be dirty when you arrive.  There are many other user groups who utilize the stables and, unfortunately, the Zone 6 committee has no control over this matter.  It is, however, our responsibility to leave them clean (to a high standard) when we are finished with them.

· Stables are allocated in blocks for each club.  Plus there will be additional stables allocated for tack rooms for each club.  YOU MUST KEEP YOUR HORSE WITHIN YOUR OWN CLUBS LOT OF STABLES.  This will be strictly enforced.  This allocation will be displayed on the notice board.

· If you require an extra stable for additional horse – a charge of $7.80 per day is applicable.  You will need to note this request on your nomination and pay the relevant fee.  No extra stables will be made available unless pre-paid for.

· The stable / yard bond is charged directly to your club.  If you leave your stable or yard dirty the bond will be forfeited for the whole club.  Therefore it is the club’s Stable Managers responsibility to ensure all their clubs stables & tack rooms are cleaned properly.

· For a stable/yard to be deemed properly cleaned, it must have no manure or wet sawdust, no buried manure! No hay or rubbish left inside &no writing or drawings on it.

· A limited amount of yards are available by request (please state preference on the nomination form).  You may have either a stable or a yard – not both.

· An adult member from each club must be nominated as stable manager for their club.  They are to be responsible for the following:

1) Ensuring that their own club’s delegated stables are cleaned on a daily basis and left clean at the completion of the school.

2) All horses from their club are adequately fed & watered & cared for.

3) Stable lights are turned off by 8.30 pm (every night)

4) NO CHILDREN ARE TO BE IN THE STABLE BLOCKS WITHOUT ADULT SUPERVISION AFTER 8.30 PM. 

· Adequate drinking containers must be kept filled with clean water in each stable.  Hang up feed bins (or suitable substitute) and hay nets should be provided.  

· Equipment such as mucking rakes, wheelbarrows & shovels etc should be taken to the school.  (Please ensure that you put your name on these items)

· Riders must be considerate of others in their use of sawdust – it is very expensive.  It is not necessary to replace sawdust daily.  Only soiled sections need to be removed.  If excessive use of sawdust is found, the rider responsible will receive a bill for excess sawdust.

· Writing on Stables is strictly prohibited!  You may put up a removable sign.
· ABSOLUTELY NO SMOKING IN THE STABLE AREA.

· please note: stable bond for whole club will be forfeited if your stable/s are left dirty.

INSTRUCTIONAL GROUPS:

· Riders will be grouped as per the Proficiency Certificates that they are preparing to sit for.  Also their riding ability/experience, the experience level of the horse and any certificates already held. (Please provide this information on the nomination form).  Nomination details (ie certificate level & jumping height) are required to be verified by club chief instructor.

· *** Changes to groups / horses – No changes will be made to groups after the initial group allocation unless there are extreme circumstances.  Therefore, please make sure you nominate with the correct ability for horse & rider.  If you nominate incorrectly it is only to the disadvantage of the rider and makes the instructor’s job more difficult.  If you are not sure of the ability of the rider, please consult with your pony club instructor.    If any changes are made, these will be advised by the group instructor if appropriate, however, It is up to the rider to check the notice board on a regular basis to confirm the times of their lessons & lectures as these may change without verbal notice!

· If a rider needs to change horse for any reason, the instructor/s of the group must approve this prior to commencement of lesson.

· It is recommended that riders bring their relevant certificate workbook (these are obtainable from your club secretary or chief instructor.  Also, for theory lessons, riders need to bring notepads, folders, pens and any relevant text-books (clearly marked with your name).

GENERAL INFORMATION:

· The Zone 6 Coaching Schools are run under the Zone 6 and PCAQ Code of Conduct. 

· Children are only under the direct supervision of the instructors during their set lesson times.  AT ALL OTHER TIMES PARENTS OR GUARDIANS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE SUPERVISION OF THEIR CHILDREN.  Children must not be left at the show grounds during the day or night without adequate supervision.

· Littering will not be tolerated – all rubbish must be put in bins provided.  It is everyone’s responsibility to keep the grounds clean and tidy.

· A notice board displaying instructional groups, timetable and other relevant information will be displayed on the Wallace Building (Canteen Area).  It is the riders responsibility to check this notice board regularly for any changes to groups or times; as well as general information.

· Bad Language, horse abuse, or disrespect towards instructors & organisers will not be tolerated at any time

· Alcohol (for adults only) is not permitted to be consumed on the grounds between 8am & 5pm.

· Attire - Daily attire should be neat/tidy & sun safe (jodhpurs with sleeved & collared shirts).  Helmet, boots, all riding gear and all saddlery must be as per the PCAQ gear-check book regulations.   Helmet & boots must be worn at all times when mounted.

· CLUB UNIFORM – is required to be worn for the last day of the CERTIFICATE School ONLY (ie September / October School only). 

· Prior to the school, horses need to be conditioned through regular work and proper feeding to avoid injury and gain the best possible advantage from the training program at the school.

· All clubs are required to provide adult helpers to assist with cleaning of toilet block and supervising/management of their own club’s stable block and camping areas.  Please fill out the relevant section of the nomination form.  A roster for the amenities block cleaning will be displayed on the wall near the canteen.  This cleaning must be done daily!!!

SPECIFIC RULES:

· Horses must not be ridden between classes without the supervision of an instructor.

· Horses must be kept under control by being held on a lead at all times and kept within the boundaries of the horse area of the show grounds but NEVER on the Main Oval.  And must not be let to run free in either the Rodeo Arena or the Indoor Arena.

· HORSES ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE “ TRADE AREA “ OF THE SHOWGROUND

· NO TEMPORARY OR ELECTRIC FENCES ARE TO BE ERECTED OR USED.

· Horses need to be saddled and ready prior to lessons, but should only be mounted 10 minutes before the commencement of the lesson.

· Dogs are not encouraged to be brought to the school, if you must bring your dog it must be restrained at all times.

· Don’t touch or use anyone else’s gear or interfere with their horse or stable without permission.

NEW RULES:  

NO PARKING 

of floats between the gates to the trade area and Cattleman's Rd. This area has become very congested at previous schools and at times dangerous with horse's tied to floats on the road and children and horses around moving vehicles. The area out the back is set up with power now and there is quite a lot of room that could be better utilised for parking and camping.

GREY WATER:  For health reasons all grey water from caravans and campsites is to be collected in buckets and emptied either in toilets or down the drain in the wash bay (this also goes to sewer). Ie grey water is not to be allowed to just run onto the ground.
